Karijini National Park is located approximately 1,500km
north of Perth and around 80km north-east of Tom Price.
Karijini is the second largest national park in WA, covering
627,422 hectares, and one of the state’s top attractions.
The breathtaking, ancient landscape has been carved out
by billions of years of erosion, forming deep, plunging
gorges, sheer red cliffs, towering waterfalls, sparkling
swimming holes and rocky, tree-lined watercourses. It is
home to a wide variety of wildflowers and native wildlife.

Karijini Eco Retreat operates within the Karijini National
Park, in collaboration with the Department of Biodiversity,
Conservation and Attractions (DBCA) and the Traditional
Owners, to contribute to the management of the
environmental, geographical and cultural values of this
world-class park.
